What you can do to help your child’s development and progress?

When you ask your child what they have learnt at school today they may say “Nothing, | just played”. However, each activity we set
up in Nursery has endless possibilities and your child to learn and develop, even when they don’t realise they are. In Nursery, we
learn through play, it is fun and engaging.
